SKIER/BOARDER RESPONSIBILITY CODE

1. Always stay in control. Youmust be able to stop or avoid people or objects.
2. People ahead or downhill of you have the right-of-way. Youmust avoid them.
3. Stop only where you are visible from above and do not restrict traffic.
4. Look uphill and avoid others before starting downhill or entering a trail.
5. Youmust prevent runaway equipment.
6. Read and obey all signs, warnings, and hazardmarkings.
7. Keep off closed trails and out of closed areas.
8. Youmust know how and be able to load, ride and unload lifts safely. If you need assistance, ask the lift attendant.
9. Do not use lifts or terrain when impaired by alcohol or drugs.
10. If you are involved in a collision or incident, share your contact information and a ski area employee.

Winter sports involve a risk of serious injury or death. Your knowledge, decisions and actions contribute to your safety and that of
others. Please ask any ski area employee if you need help understanding the Code.

● Family members include: head of household and/or spouse and “dependent” persons

under the age of 18who are living at home or attending college full-time. Dependent

persons are those youwill claim on your federal tax return for 2024.

● Proof of identification and agemay be required of applicants.

● DONOT FORGET YOURPASS! Youmust have your season pass to ski - no exceptions!

Lift tickets will not be issued for forgotten passes.

● Season passes must be clearly visible at all times.

● Persons 65 or over are entitled to the senior discount.

● Children 5 and younger are entitled to a free pass when parent(s) purchase(s) a season

pass.

● Active DutyMilitary personnel and their family members are entitled to theMilitary

discount. Active DutyMilitary IDmust be presented to receive this discount.

● No passes will be issued until paid in full.

● Pass payments may bemade in person at the Dry Hill office, bymail, or by phone.

● Lost or stolen passes should be reported immediately. There is a $5 charge for replacing

lost/stolen passes.

● Passes remain the property of Dry Hill Ski Area and are strictly non-transferable andwill

be revokedwithout refund if transferred or otherwisemisused.

● NOREFUNDS for season passes will be issued for any reason.

● The operation of Dry Hill Ski Area is at the sole discretion of management andmay be

dictated byweather, snow conditions, safety concerns, andmany other uncontrollable

variables.
